tional training.  
 

Northern Ghana suffers from severe poverty; 

in some areas as many as 88% of people live 
below the poverty line. Many children are 

forced to work on the street for the equiva-

lent of a few pennies a day in order to sur-
vive. Other vulnerable groups, such as chil-

dren with disabilities, face great stigmatisa-
tion and are also often denied the opportu-

nity for an education.   

Youth Alive is dedicated to helping these chil-

dren build themselves a better future.  
 
We support children through preparatory classes 

to prepare them for entry into formal education.  
 
We financially and emotionally support the  

children through school.  
 
Children are supported to enter tertiary education 

or vocational training.  
 
Once completing vocational training, beneficiaries 
are supported in business set up.  

 
Youth Alive runs health workshops and covers 
medical costs.  

 
Youth Alive performs community advocacy to help 
stop the stigmatisation faced by the vulnerable 

groups we support.

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Arahama  

Arahama is the fourth child of her parents, 

and a twin. A complicated, delayed birth 

has caused her, sadly,  to have severe 

learning difficulties with hearing and 

speech problems. She was rejected by her 

father for her disability. Her parents di-

vorced when she was 7 years old and she 

moved with her mother to live in a room 

of her grandparentsô home. Life was a real 

struggle: Arahamaôs grandparents are 

very elderly and unable to work, and 

looking after Arahama was a 24 hour job 

for her mother. If left alone, Arahama 

would often become hurt. 

óSometimes Arahama gets lost in the community and I have to search for hours to find 

her. I have to guide her all the time. She is a burden to me and my family but I have 

no choice - it is the will of Godô. Arahamaôs mother 

óPeople who said Arahama 

is a write-off will now 

swallow their words. She 

can now brush her teeth, 

eat, bath and wash dishes. 

She can be heard reciting 

things she learned from 

school. In fact, there is 

massive improvement in 

her life. It is a big relief for 

me.  I am also now able to 

engage in petty trading. I 

no longer worry about her 

futureô.

Youth Alive became aware of Arahamaôs situation through work with a government 

community representative. We were able to intervene and support Arahama to become 

enrolled in Yumba Special School, a local school especially for children with severe 

learning disabilities.  

The specialist support she receives has helped 

her family better understand her condition and 

has had a huge effect on her. Her psychomotor 

and cognitive skills are improving, and she is 

beginning to try to form words.  

 

 As soon as Arahama was able to start school, 

her mother found employment selling yams in 

the market and has gained a new independence 

and pride in being able to provide for her family. 

 

 It is now brilliant to see Arahama laughing and 

smiling, able to learn and play with her new 

friends. 
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ñI am now very proud of 

myself because of the 

transformation that has taken 

place in my life. I no longer 

depend on anybody for 

survival. Without Youth Alive, 

life would have been very 

miserable.

Abdul spent his childhood until his late teens guiding his blind father around town to beg, 

the only source of income for his family. His family was desperately poor and none of the 

children could afford to attend school. Abdul heard about Youth Aliveôs work and ap-

proached them for help. 

 

ñI was told that I was to be placed under a master craft person to learn the 

trade I had suggested to them. This was the turning point in my life. Youth 

Alive placed me under a master craft person as an apprentice, paid my 

initiation fee and presented me with some tools to enable me learn the trade. 

I worked as an apprentice for three years. While I was learning the trade, 

Youth Alive gave me an allowance and a bar of soap every month. I 

graduated as a fully fledged vulcanizer in 2003. Youth Alive again presented 

me with a set of working tools including a compressor machine and start up 

capital for my own business.ò

With Youth Aliveôs support, Abdul became an apprentice of vulcanizing and now owns his 

own, successful tyre business. He supports his whole family, providing food, paying his 

siblingsô school fees and is helping 6 apprentices of his own build their future. Most impor-

tantly, his own child is going to be able to go to school. For Abdul and the wider family he 

supports, they have escaped the trap of their disadvantaged beginnings.
